Mine risk awareness campaigns
in border schools

Within the framework of "Risk Awareness - Safe Conduct
Uhgwqquwjht Yndhwnth hGin hwdwwtn  hpwywlwgdnn  2022" program implemented jointly with the Armenian

Red Cross Society, and the International Committee of the
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Red Cross, risk awareness was carried out during the
months of April-May, in the schools of border
communities Baghanis, Voskepar, Berdavan of
Tavush region, through puppet theater, role-play
exercises, for school children, teachers, parents. The
aim of the campaign was to provide knowledge about
land mines, explosive remnants of war, their impact,
shelling, in order to help reduce the risk of explosive
hazards.

Simulation exercise
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The Armenian Red Cross Society organized a simulation
exercise on "Involvement of volunteer fire-rescuers in
firefighting and rescue operations" on April 4 and 6 in
Garni, Shirakamut communities of Kotayk and Lori
regions. The goal of the exercise was to develop practical
skills of teams in firefighting and rescue operations.

According to the script, the 911 service of the Crisis
Management Center of the Regional Rescue Department
received a call that a fire had broken out in the school
after a strong earthquake. The school performed
evacuation, but there are casualties.

The training involved one fire brigade of Kotayk Rescue
Department of Abovyan city, one fire brigade of Yerevan
city, volunteer fire-rescuers of Garni community, 1
ambulance brigade.

Volunteer fire-rescue teams were set up and trained
within the framework of the EU Humanitarian Aid
and Civil Defense administration, the Austrian
Development Cooperation and the Austrian Red
Cross within "Strengthening Civil Protection Sy
stems through Voluntary Capacity" program.
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Vaccination is Care
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In April, the Armenian Red Cross Society joined the
"Vaccination is Care" campaign implemented by the
World Health Organization, the Ministry of Health of the
Republic of Armenia, the National Center for Disease
Control and Prevention of the RA Ministry of Health.

Volunteers of the Armenian Red Cross Society supported
the campaign by carrying out public awareness and
helping with the organization of the process.

During the visit of Hans Kluge, Director of the WHO
European Regional Office to Grigor Lusavorich medical
centeh, RA Minister of Health Anahit Avanesyan
expressed special thanks to the Armenian Red Cross
Society for its support to the vaccination process in
Armenia.

The project is implemented with the financing of the
European Union.

Care service for 134 elderly people in
Artik, Alaverdi and Yeghegnadzor
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Since January 2022, the Armenian Red Cross Society has
been providing care services to lonely elderly people and
people with disabilities in the communities of Artik of
Shirak region (45), Alaverdi of Lori (43) and
Yeghegnadzor of Vayots dzor (46) within the framework
of the state grant program "Home Care Services for the
Elderly and People with Disabilities". Care is provided
in their homes by trained staff, according to programs
developed on the basis of individual needs.

The following services are provided to the beneficiaries:

e Social and health care: includes assistance in taking
medicine and medical substances prescribed by doctor,
treating wounds, taking blood pressure, monitoring blood
glucose levels, referral to a medical facility for
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examination, etc. Caregivers are also to the provided
with care items, if needed.

e Household help and maintenance: includes keeping
personal hygiene, cleaning the house, preparing food,
feeding, laundry and a number of other household
functions. The service is provided by home caregivers.
e Visits of volunteers: companionship, conversation,
reading, shopping, assistance in small household
matters, etc. The activities of volunteers also contribute to
the socialization of the beneficiaries.

o Visit of social workers — consultation, assessment and
guidance.

e Psychologist's consultation.

e Organizing cultural events.

Care is provided in order to provide social and living
conditions closer to family and to keep elderly and
disabled beneficiaries in their own social environment as
long as possible. Care is provided within the framework of
the model used by the ARCS as a set of complex social
and health care services, with the aim to provide quality,
dignified support in accordance with individual needs,
which contributes to the improvement of the social and
health condition of the person being cared for. In the
photo: the beneficiaries during a visit to the Alaverdi
Gallery.
